AN ORDINANCE.

To Adopt the "Ordination Service for Deacons Canon 1985"

PREAMBLE.

Canon 1985 of General Synod of the Anglican Church of Australia
should be adopted by the Diocese Of Grafton.

Therefore the Bishop, Clergy and Laity of the Diocese of Grafton

in Synod assembled decree and enact as follows:-

SHORT TITLE
1. This Ordinance may be cited as the "Ordination Service
for Deacons Canon 1985 Adopting Ordinance 1986"
ADOPTION
2. The Ordination Service for Deacons Canon 1985 as set out

in the schedule hereto is hereby adopted.

A Canoun to authorise the use of a form of service

The General Synod prescribes as follows:

1. This canon may be cited as "Ordination Service for Devacons
Canon 1985".

The use by this Church of the form of service set out in the
Schedule in accordance with the rubrics incorporated therein,
for the ordination of deacons, is authorised.

The admission of persons to an office of deacon in this
Church in accordance with thaz service set out in the Schedule
is authorised.
